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    An outsider can be defined when someone feels like they don’t belong or they don’t fit in. Someone who is left out and treated differently. There are many feelings that may arise as a result of being an outsider, such as loneness, rejection, and even stressed. Last, there are many places an outsider will feel excluded. A school is a great example. There are a variety of reasons that cause being an outsider. It could be their skin color, sexuality, religion, language, style and even their race.

   There are different kinds of outsiders such as people who choose to be an outsider and those who don’t. There can also be insiders, people who fit in everywhere, and boarder liners, people who fit in sometimes. I believe that I am a boarder liner. I have a different style and just because I may act or look different from other people they treat me like a boarder liner. Sometimes they talk to me in a nice way that makes me feel like I am really part of this world, which makes me a boarder liner. I fit in sometimes and I am happy about that because if I dress or act different I don’t care what other people think because I am Elizabeth Woodward and I am proud to be who I am!

   In fact sterotypes can cause someone to feel like an outsider. A sterotype is when someone is being judged.    Another example of someone who stereotyped is Adichie, a well known author. She also talks about it in her video. She says that when she was younger she read books about white people that would talk about the weather, drink ginger beer, eat apples, and it was always snowing in the books so she believed that that Is how books are supposed to be written. Eventually she started writing books like that. One day her mom had adopted a boy named Fiddy. Her mom would always say that Fiddy was poor and that he couldn’t do things so Adichie believed that. Then one day they visited Fiddy’s mom and brother and Adichie was supprized to see that Fiddy’s “kind” can make things while being poor. Adichie stereotyped Fiddy but she was stereotyped also. In collageshe had a roommate that thought she wouldn’t know English, would only like tribal music, and not know how to use a stove. Adichie had also stereotyped Mexicans. She believed that they always broke the rules. She also says that the problem with stereotyping is that people show an image of people over and over again and that’s what they become.sterotypers rob peoples dignities and ephasizes how others are different. Adichie thinks we should all reject stereotyping because if we do the world will regain a time of paradise.

    Despite sterotypes, epiphanies challenge individuals to become better people. A epiphanie is when a person changes. An example of someone who had an epiphany is my gardian after school for about three to six hours, Sabrina Ingalls. She is the owner of mostly monsters, an online store, and has two kids. She hand makes everything in her store and she had the epiphany for her kids.

   Epiphanies happen all over and sabrinas was using her skills to create original items for her craft store. She took sewing classes when she was in sixth grade and has been sewing ever since. She took she makes monster pillows, nom-nom monsters and much, much more. She started to have the shop because she had to take care of the kids and pay the bills. She couldn’t work so she decided to do something about it. She still owns the shop today and loves it.

   In addition to Sabrina there is also an example of someone who had an epiphany in the book “The Outsiders.” A greaser, Johnny Cade, is a character who goes from a zero to a hero. He used to keep his mouth shut and would never get in trouble but her changed. He stood up for Cherry at the movie theater, saved Ponyboy by killing someone and risking his life to save children in a burning church. He goes from Johnny Cade to JOHNNY CADE!

   Learning about outsiders, epiphanies and sterotypes has helped me “ Become Human.” I learned that outsiders can be insiders in their own way. Sterotypes are never good because you are judging people before you meet them. Don’t judge a book by its cover! Epiphanies are changes on someone’s whole life. Epiphanies happen all over.
